Charles Colbert submitted a very 

brief biography:   

After studying art history 

at Harvard University, 

Charles Colbert taught at 

Boston College and Port-

land State University. He 

is the author of several 

books and many articles on 

American art. Retiring in 

2012, he presently divides 

his time between Florida 

and Northern Michigan. He 

has long sustained a devo-

tion to creating art, an un-

dertaking he now pursues 

avidly.  

A check with Google reveals more:  

His latest book, òHaunted Visions, 

Spiritualism and American Artó 

was selected by Choice  magazine 

as an Outstanding Academic Title for 2013.  He is also the author of òA 

Measure of Perfection: Phrenology and the Fine Arts in Americaó.  Refer-

ences cite his òmany articles on American art of the nineteenth century.ó  

And though he didnõt mention it, the degree he received from Harvard is a 

Ph.D.  

His artistõs statement reads: 

My career as an art his-

torian informs much of 

my work as an artist. 

Many pieces in this 

show hark back to earli-

er traditions and artists. 

Hence, my paintings 

often derive their con-

tent from conceptual 

considerations (ideas 

and perceptions).  In my 

paintings, the imagery 

grav i tates towards 

themes engendered by 

the  env i ronmenta l 

movement, scientific 

theory, and current so-

cial concerns. The col-

lages reflect the influ-

ences of Weimar art,
