nal art or wear hand 

woven clothing.  Part 

of the enjoyment is 

appreciating the sub-

tle difference, even 

in a òsetó.  Who 

doesnõt love a partic-

ular  cup or  plate 

that looks exactly 

like the others to those who donõt 

handle it daily?  

Members of the EUP craftsmen in-

clude Otto Bacon (Brimley), a black-

smith; Phyllis Bigelow (Sault), who 

works with stained glass and also 

hooks rugs; and Janet Bonnell, an 

artist in pine needle basketry, fresh 

from winning major awards in the 

Cheboygan Art Festival (July), Art 

on the Rock and our own Sault 

Summer Arts Festival (August).  

Janet lives on Sugar Island and 

winters in Arizona.  

Dorothy and Lew Brown are both 

Sault weavers; Doe makes woven 

bead jewelry as well.  They travel 

widely studying new techniques.  

Janet Couch (Sault) is another mul-

ti -dimensional artist who works 

with fibers (spinning, weaving, rug 

hooking and more) and who paints.  

Annegret Goehring (Hessel) is a 

scissor cut artist.  Peter Goehring 

(Hessel) makes and plays string
